Dear Warren:

     Enclosed you will find Dr. Brian Howe’s evaluation and response to Dr. Warren’s report dated January 30th. Robert Schreiber, P.E. has also reviewed the Warren report for hydrological (in)accuracy. A review of the two reports leads me to believe that Leyland Alliance has become desperate and that it is not beneath them to attempt to mislead the Department with inaccurate and exaggerated claims. 

     To be fair, the conclusions he has reached may be the result of the fact that Dr. Warren has ventured outside of his area of expertise of plant biology into the engineering disciplines of hydrology and estuarine biochemistry. It is telling that he has chosen to rely on the B&L Companies earlier hydrological theories which Schreiber effectively countered
 and chosen to ignore the data indicating the more likely hydrology of the Griswold Airport site.

     I will let Dr. Howe’s response speak for itself as it is both specific and rational, unlike Warren’s rather interesting conclusion that the Leyland project will enhance the lower Hammonassett River ecology.

      Of greatest interest to me was the lack of concern or comment for the Clean Water Act’s requirement that nitrogen loading not be increased in a water body designated as impaired due to nitrogen loading under CWA §303(d).

      I believe the importance of the attached report is not only important in substance but in its contrast of two styles. Having no profit motive, SGOD has been extremely careful in backing up its submissions to your department with data and interpretations by individuals with the appropriate credentials. 

     Given the mounting data demonstrating the failures of the Amphidrome Plus system, the likely addition of nitrogen to an impaired water body, Leyland’s inexplicable continued reliance on the underground pipeline to the Sound theory and the exposure of end-result reasoning of Leyland’s experts’ opinions, SGOD believes the Department must issue a denial in order to avoid the appearance of supporting junk science.
